Installing AIS  (Please call us at 949-362-0263, if any of these installation instructions are unclear or causing you headaches.)
AIS installs easily from a file downloaded from the Viridian web site (http://www.ViridianTech.com) or from a CD ROM provided by Viridian Technologies, Inc.  

If you downloaded the AIS installation file from the website:  

· Unzip the installation file to any temporary directory (the file is approximately 20 megabytes, so it may take a while to download, depending on your connection speed).  

· Double-click on the Setup.exe file and follow the prompts. 

If you are installing AIS from a CD ROM, there will be an installation directory with the expanded installation files.  Simply double-click on the Setup.exe file and follow the prompts. 

Regardless of how you double-click on the Setup.exe program, the setup routine should only ask you one question.  
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After clicking the Next button, the application will be installed to your C:\Program Files\Viridian\AIS directory.  It will also install an AIS entry on your Start/Program Files button. 

This completes the Installation of AIS on your computer.  You can now launch AIS from the Start Menu as follows:

Click the Start button

Click Program Files
Click AIS
then click AIS from the side menu that appears
Logging onto the System

Depending on the version of the Demo system you are running, you may be asked to enter a User ID and Password.  Use “demo” for both the User ID and Password. 

The first time you run the application it will verify its environment, and the location of the database and support directories.  If you installed the CD to the recommended default directories, all of these details are handled for you.  However, if you changed the installation directory, you’ll will be prompted to help locate the master AIS Access Database (AIS2000.mdb), a Temporary Reporting database used for creating reports (AisLocal2000.mdb), and some other directory settings.   (The settings will be stored in the AIS.ini file in your Windows directory, so you will only need to make these settings once.)

CONFIGURING AIS FOR YOUR COMPUTER

After installing AIS from an Internet download, or through a CD ROM installation, there are several settings you may wish to make to customize the system for your department.  If you are just running the Demo version of AIS you can skip this entire section. 

When you start AIS for the first time the system will perform a self-check.  If you are running the AIS Demo Version, default directories and options have been pre-selected for you.  You may change settings if you would like, but it is not necessary to do so.  Come back to this section and read it only if you want to change one of the setting we picked for you.

SETTING AIS OPTIONS USING THE TOOLS / OPTIONS MENU ITEM

Note  Every Options Tab has a Save Changes button.  Clicking this button not only saves your changes, but also closes the Options screen.  You will save time by making all desired changes on all tabs before clicking the Save Changes button.

Option Settings / General Tab
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Save Window Settings  This option lets you preserve the size and location you set for each of your AIS windows so that the next time you run AIS all the windows will be restored to the those settings.  Check this option if you have a large monitor and are running at over 800x600 resolution.  AIS windows are designed primarily for 800x600 resolution.  If you are running at this resolution you will not be able to increase the size of your windows screens and should therefore leave this setting un-checked. 

Note  If you have been running with this option checked for some time, and then clear the setting – the next time you run AIS it will default to the factory settings, and your favorite sizes and positions will be lost.  It may be necessary to clear this setting if you receive an updated version of AIS that contains new screens or new fields on screens.
Close Introductory Splash Screen Manually or Automatically?  The splash screen that displays while AIS is starting up and performing its self-check can be closed manually or automatically once the program is fully loaded.  (Refer to the AIS User Manual for instructions on changing the pictures used for the Splash Screen.)

Default Sequence Number Increment between…  These settings are used to control the sequence numbers assigned to Party Records, Passenger Records and Image Records within a particular accident.  For Example, if an accident contains 4 Party Records and the increment was set to ‘1’, your records would be numbered 1, 2, 3, 4.   If the increment was 5, then the sequence numbers assigned would be 1, 5, 10, 15.  

One reason for leaving a gap between the records is to facilitate re-ordering of the records.  This feature may or not be important to your department.  For example, suppose you set the Image Record interval to be 10.  Records would then be numbered 1, 10, 20, 30, etc.   If you wanted to re-order the display of record # 30 so that it appeared between 1 and 10, you would simply have to change the record number from 30 to 5.

Option Settings / Images Tab

Next, you should set up a directory where all your accident images will be stored.   Use the Tools/Options menu item to display the following screen:
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In this example, we are storing our images under C:\Program Files\Viridian\AIS\Images.  Under this directory, we can create additional sub-directories as needed.  When you have a scanned accident report, or a photo of the scene, place your images in this directory.  By keeping all your images in a specific directory, you will easily be able to back them up and, if necessary, move them to another location.

Image Index Cell Size 

Image (Pixels): The image number is the size (in Pixels) of the images displayed in the Images grid view.  Initially, this number will default to 150.  View the grid of images to see if you like the size and then change it accordingly.  This number will vary depending on your monitor size and screen resolution. 

Fixed Column height and Row width (Pixels): Use this number to control the width of the fixed gray column of the Image Grid. 

Option Settings / Backups Tab
Next, specify a backup directory.  Use the Tools/Options menu item to display the following screen. 
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In this example, we have chosen to store all our backup files on the C drive under the Main AIS directory.  Each time you perform a backup using the Maintenance/Backup menu feature, AIS will copy its critical files to a new directory under the Backup directory you specify here.  The new backup directory name will contain the date and time the backup was performed.  

Backup Time Period:  During logon, AIS will warn you if you have not made a backup within the time you specify here.   In this example, if two days have elapsed since your last backup, AIS will prompt you to make a new backup. 

Date and Time of Last Backup:  This is Date and Time you last executed a successful backup using the Maintenance/Backup menu feature. 

Option Settings / User IDs Tab

The User IDs Tab is used to add additional logon User IDs and Passwords to the system. 
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Each user should be assigned a unique User ID, although their Passwords need not be unique.  The User ID  and Password each may be 1-25 characters in length.  The system is not case-sensitive, i.e., upper and lower case letters are treated as the same character.  Both fields may contain letters, numbers, spaces or any special symbol that is available on your keyboard (e.g., @, #, $, %, &, etc.).

There are two types of User IDs in the system: a single Master User ID that is usually known only to the system administrator and standard User IDs for regular users of the system.  

During installation of AIS a “dummy” Master User ID and Password were assigned to you.  Once the system administrator has logged on for the first time, this Master ID can be changed.  Only the Master User has the ability to add and change User ID’s.  The User ID tab is only accessable when you have logged into the system using this Master User ID.  Standard users will see only a blank User ID screen. 

Adding a New User ID and Password

Add a new User ID and Password by typing them into any available blank row in the table.  There are normally two blank rows at the bottom of the table available for you, but if you need to make additional entries, click the Add New User ID button and a blank row will be added.  Be sure the User ID you add is not one that is already in the list.   And be sure to enter a Password. 

Changing a User ID or Password

You can change a User ID or Password by simply typing over the entry in the table.  (Remember that the Master User ID is the only one that can access this User IDs Tab.  So if you make changes to this entry, be sure to write the new ID down and save it in a secure place.)

Deleting a User ID or Password

You can delete a regular User ID and Password by simply deleting it (i.e., blanking it out) from the row in the table.  You cannot delete the Master ID.

Requiring User ID during startup

The use of User IDs during startup is entirely optional in AIS.  This checkbox lets you tell AIS if you want to use Logon ID’s or not.  You can change this setting by logging into the system using the Master User ID and Password (either the Master ID that was assigned to you when you purchased AIS, or the Master ID you may have set up manually). 

Option Settings / Edits - 1 Tab
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The Option Settings / Edits-1 Tab allows the user to set restrictions on AIS date fields.  Most fields are self-explanatory.  A few require a bit more information…

Accident Date on Accident Tab, Past Date / Max age allowed: This is the maximum number of years that can have passed prior to the input of the accident report.  The purpose of the restriction is to help catch data-entry errors.

Birthdates on Party Screens, Past Date / Max age allowed: This is the maximum age of involved parties.  The purpose of the restriction is to help catch data-entry errors.

Accident Date, Minimum Year: Select the full 4-character string to type in the earliest vehicle year that should be accepted in the system.  From there you can adjust the year by either direct input or using the arrow keys. 

Option Settings / Edits - 2 Tab
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The Option Settings / Edits - 2 Tab allows you to put system verifications on the “Special Conditions” field.  A likely use of this would be that if one of the Special Conditions is “Injury”, the “Injured” field cannot be zero (“0”); that would be contradictory.  If this check is implemented, a combination of a Special Condition of “Injury” and a zero in the “Injured” field will produce an error message when the record is saved.

If either radio button is checked, a Special Condition must be selected from the drop-down list.  If not, when you try to save your changes, an error message will appear reminding you to select a condition.
